Reserved Luxury in the Wear of
Emperor Nicholas II and his Family

The article considers the dressing in the
family of the last Russian emperor Nicholas
II. Described are the coronation dress, the
formal attire — the military uniform worn by
Nicholas II, the court attire with elements of
the traditional Russian costume of the
empress Alexandra Feodorovna and her
daughters. Analyzed are fancy-dresses of the
Romanov family and the courtiers created
for the 1903 ball on the motifs of Tsar
Alexei Mikhailovich reign. The article also
considers the every-day wear of the royal
family: Nicholas II liked best the purple
tunics worn by the members of the royal
guard; Alexandra Feodorovna preferred
modest dresses and was quite reserved in
following the new fashions. Also mentioned
is their sports attire. In conclusion we are
told how the imperial family dressed during
World War I and the revolution.
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
