Returning the True Title: the New
Attribution of the Sculpture Pugilist at the
Kornilov Brothers Factory

The study of Russian porcelain plastic art
gives rise to many attribution questions,
including those concerning the titles of the
models. These may sometimes be inaccurate,
provisional or far from the content, which of
course arouses a keen researchers’ interest.
Among these is a figurine from the State
Ceramics Museum, which up to recently was
considered to be an image of a pugilist,
though this title has often been questioned.
The author of this article, after conducting a
detailed study of the sculpture and comparing
it with the better-preserved analogues from
Russian and international  collections,
describes the course and results of her work,
which allowed her to prove the incorrectness
of the previous attribution and even succeed
in establishing the graphic source on which
this porcelain figurine was based.
