The Image of the Martyress Tatiana at the
Museum of Russian Icon

The decree on founding the Moscow
University was signed by the Empress
Elizaveta Petrovna on January 12, 1755, on
the Day of Tatiana of Rome, who was not
only virtuous, but was also known for her
spiritual enlightenment deeds and is thus
honored as a patron of education. The
collection of the Museum of Russian Icon
includes an Easter egg with an exquisitely
painted image of Saint Tatiana executed on
commission from the Preobrazhenskaya
Community of Old Believers. This work of
art is made of short-lived material, papier-
maché. According to the records, it was made
in the last quarter of the 19th century at the
N.A. Lukutin Factory; however, it lacks the
factory’s marking. Researchers are yet to
identify where, when and who produced this
Easter egg and for whom.
