Iconography of “The Dormition of the Mother
of God” in Medieval Art in Armenia and
Russia

The article is devoted to the theme of parallel
events in Armenian and Russian art not caused by
mutual influence but reflecting similar processes
in the evolution of East Christian art at distant
from one another locations; and analyses the
common features of the iconography of “The
Dormition of the Mother of God” with the
episode of the punishment of the Jewish priest
Aphonius who decided to desecrate the body of
the Holy Virgin by trying to overturn the bed on
which she was lying. The appearance of this
scene was part of the trend to expand and enrich
iconographic depiction schemes and to more
freely use non-canonical texts as sources. The
author refers to specific monuments (frescoes, the
Gospel, icons) to demonstrate the historic
tradition of presenting the Dormition scene and
the wvaried compositional features of its
interpretation at different times.
