The Grand European Tour: Comte et
Comtesse du Nord in France

In the 18" century some diplomatic or
educational tours might take months or even
years. Such was the famous then European
tour of Comte et Comtesse du Nord, a
diplomatic and political action undertaken
in 1781-1782. Traveling incognito under
the assumed names were the heir apparent
of the Russian throne Grand Duke and
future Emperor Pavel I and his spouse
Maria Feodorovna. The article contains a
detailed description of the tour’s events and
the impressions of it received by the young
royal couple.
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
