The Donation of the Romanov Boyar
Family to the Trinity-Sergius Monastery

This article results from the first ever
research of the gold setting of the Four
Gospels held now by Russia’ State Library
that came there from the Trinity-Sergius
Monastery to which it had been donated by
the boyar Nikita Ivanovich and his father
Ivan Nikitich Romanov who were
respectively cousin and uncle to the first
Russian Tsar of the Romanov dynasty —
Mikhail Fedorovich. On the basis of the
item’s typology, style, and technique, also
the published archive documents, it is dated
1636/37 of Moscow goldsmith work.
Besides Russian masters it was probably
worked on by west-European jewelers who
were then under the head master of the
Tsar’s gold chamber Ivan Lent.
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
