Trompe-1'eil in the Hands of a Restorer

This article is devoted to the restoration of a
still life “Pages from Books and Pictures” by
an unknown artist of the second half of the
18th century from the State Tretyakov
Gallery. It is the gallery’s only example of a
cabinet trompe-l'ceil - a rare type of still life
popular in Russian art of that century. The
author of the article provides a fascinating
account of the objects in the painting and
explains the symbolic meaning of its
images; describes the methods and process
of the painting’s restoration timed to the
preparation of the exhibition “Secrets of Old
Paintings”; touches upon questions related
to professional secrets of museum workers
united by a common scientific quest; and
tells the history of the Tretyakov Gallery
Easel Oil Painting Restoration Department.
