A View 100 Years Later: the Winter
Palace during the October Revolution

The 100th anniversary of the October
Revolution of 1917 is drawing public interest
to this undoubtedly significant event of the
20th century. There still remains a multitude
of questions, some of which may only be
answered in the course of meticulous
research. It is especially important when
materials from diverse sources are studied by
one person. This occurred with the author of
the article, art historian Vladimir Vasilyev,
who was analyzing documents from the
Central State Archive of Literature and Art in
St. Petersburg and photographs taken at the
time of the Revolution from the collection of
Y.S. Yengalychev (published for the first
time). Of interest are the reports of the Art
and History Commission that worked in the
Winter Palace and photographs of the tsar’s
living rooms and studies, which allow
reconstructing the real picture of some events
and wondering whether the legendary
“storming” of the Winter Palace had actually
taken place.
