Mikhail Anikushin’s Hour of Triumph

Sixty years ago, in 1958, sculptor Mikhail
Anikushin was awarded the Lenin Prize for
Accomplishments in Literature, Art, Science
and Architecture. However, he did not
consider this event to be his hour or triumph,
but, rather, the one that had taken place on
June 19, 1957 at the Arts Square in Leningrad
when his monument to the poet Alexander
Pushkin was unveiled.
